The drainage basin of 32 square kilometers at the
head of Kobbefjord is situated in an alpine landscape with mountains rising up to 1400
meter above sea level and glaciers covering approximately two square kilometers, The
terrestrial setting is diverse and includes the most typical vegetation types of a Low
Arctic ecosystem within a small area.

A field station with accornmodation facilities for four persons at a time supports Nuuk
Basic staff and visiting scientists,
